Food leftovers, garden waste and expired products

Food waste, such as:

v Vegetable and fruit scraps and peels

v Food scraps/leftovers (also fish and meat bones)

v Bread, dough, pasta en rice

v Eggshells

v Peanut and nutshells

v Loose tea leaves and coffee ground (not the teabag or
coffee pad)

Garden waste, such as:

v Litter (e.g. hay, straw, or sawdust) from small rodents
(small animals) with their stool/poo

v Flowers and plants

v Fine garden waste (weeds, mowed grass, leaves)

Paper

Clean paper, magazines, paper packaging

Clean and dry, such as:
« Newspapers, leaflets (without the plastic cover)

v Printed paper, fax-, copy-, writing- and drawing paper
v Telephone books (directories)

v Envelopes

v Gift (wrapping) paper

v Paper bags

' Cardboard boxes

+ All cardboard and paper packaging

v Egg boxes

v Kitchen paper (except with oil residues)
Don’ts:

X Wet and dirty, such as coffee filters, wet wipes, diapers
X Containing plastic or other materials, such as: wallpaper, binders, bubble wrap envelopes,
or plasticized packaging

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Textiles

Clean clothing, shoes, socks, belts, gloves, towels

Cleaning cloths

Glas

For packaging (with cap or lid):

v Beverage bottles such as wine and fruit juice bottles
+ Food containers e.g. pasta sauce or vegetables

+ Small bottles containing cosmetics

v Any other sort of packaging for glass

Did you know...

& Useful household goods like vases, glassware, or ceramic can be brought to the thrift store.

& All the glass with the ‘glasbak’ - logo is allowed in the glass container?

& All glass with lid/cap, and scraps is allowed in the glass container?

& At some locations glass is sorted by colour? (clear or coloured glass). This is indicated on the glass container.
